« Engage in simple English conversations with their children outside of class to reinforce
learning and build confidence.

 Provide a supportive environment at home by showing interest in the child's progress
and celebrating their achievements, no matter how small.

« Assist with setting up a consistent study schedule to ensure children have dedicated
time for practice and review of the lessons.

« Communicate regularly with the instructor to stay updated on your child’s progress and
discuss any concerns or areas for improvement.

e Print the relevant study material at the beginning of each month before the new
sessions start.

Class Holidays

« LIVE sessions will not be conducted on Poya Days, Sinhala & Tamil New Year, Thai
Pongal Day, Ramadan, Hajji Festival and Christmas Day. Recorded sessions will be
posted according to the set timetable.



Fee Payment
